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CHILD CRIMINAL EXPLOITATION WARNING NOTICE

1. This Notice is not a Court Order or any form of conviction or caution.  The purpose of it is to formally advise you that Merseyside Police have identified you as involved in the exploitation of children. This is a type of abuse. Children are classed as under 18 years of age. 
2. There is intelligence available which links you and / or your associates to the exploitation of children or vulnerable people in or outside of Merseyside.
3. It is believed by the officer authorising this Notice that your conduct, or that of your associates, has exploited children into criminal activities and you should stop this and any other criminal activities. 
4. Under the Modern Slavery Act 2015 it is a criminal offence to arrange or facilitate the transport of another person with a view to exploitation. Upon indictment this carries a maximum sentence of life imprisonment. For the purpose of this Act exploitation means:

· slavery, servitude and forced or compulsory labour 

· sexual exploitation 

· removal of organs etc. 

· securing services etc. by force, threats or deception

· securing services etc. from children (means a person under the age of 18) and vulnerable people 

5. You should cease and desist any conduct which exploits others immediately.

6. Merseyside Police are committed to protecting and safeguarding children and vulnerable people and disrupting, investigating and prosecuting criminal networks.  Merseyside Police resources will be used in a focussed way against those people suspected of exploiting children and vulnerable people and who harm our communities. This is a Force priority. YOU MAY NOW BE SUBJECT TO FURTHER LAWFUL POLICE ATTENTION AS A RESULT OF THIS NOTICE.
7. If you want to change your lifestyle and move away from crime there are partner agencies that will help you. We will arrange this if you ask us to. These agencies can help with education, training and employment, health, addictions and wellbeing.
8. We have also attached a guidance & help leaflet at the bottom of this notice, should you feel that you need to talk to someone who can help you turn away from crime. 
9. You can pass information to Merseyside Police by calling 101 or anonymously calling Crimestoppers on 0800 555 111.

10. As a result of serving this Notice on you, this fact will be retained by Merseyside Police and could be used in evidence in any future investigation, prosecution or civil proceedings taken against you.

You are required to acknowledge the receipt of this Notice by signing it. This does not mean that you are admitting any wrongdoing but only acknowledging receipt of it and the information contained in it.

Guidance & Help Leaflet

At this time you might have a whole range of issues and questions that need to be sorted out and answered. The future may be uncertain and even frightening. It may be that you feel worried or even consider suicide or harming yourself. You may simply feel overwhelmed by problems that it is difficult to see a way of getting through this. 

Please do not struggle with this alone, there are a range of agencies and services who may be able to help so don’t hesitate to contact them. 

There are several telephone helplines you can call at any time of the day or night. You can speak to someone who understands how you are feeling and can help you through the immediate crisis. 

Samaritans (08457 90 90 90) operates a 24-hour service available every day of the year. If you prefer to write down how you are feeling, or if you are worried about being overheard on the phone, you can e-mail Samaritans at jo@samaritans.org 

PAPYRUS (0800 068 41 41) is a voluntary organisation that supports teenagers and adults who are feeling suicidal. 

Campaign Against Living Miserably (CALM) 0800 58 58 58 is an excellent resource for young men who are feeling unhappy. 

If you do not want to speak to someone on a helpline you could talk to: a member of your family, a friend or someone you trust, a healthcare professional, a minister, priest or other type of religious leader. 

It would also help to see your GP. They can advise you about appropriate treatment if they think you have a mental health condition such as depression or anxiety. 

Your GP may be able to help you with access to talking therapies, such as counselling and cognitive behaviour therapy (CBT), which are often used to help people who may have suicidal thoughts and usually involve talking about your feelings with a professional.
